Make sure that they are firmly fixed and protected over the entire lengt

10. The diameter of the speaker cables must be selected in accon?ance with the length and applied power.

11. Never stretch the cables outside of the car and near the moving parts of the car. This can lead to destruction of the
insulating layer, short circuit and fire.

12. To protect the cables use rubber gaskets if the wire passes through a hole in the plate, or other similar materials if it lies
close to the parts exposed to heat.

3.FILTERING, RECOMMENDED AMPLIFIER SETTINGS.

The correct choice of amplifier settings, filtering and enclosure largely influence on the lifespan of your audio system. You
should select an amplifier with a nominal power, not exceeding the nominal power of the speakers. Proper coordination of the
head unit (HU) and the amplifier will allow to get a clean, undistorted signal applied to the speakers to prevent overheating and
voice coil damage. The recommended HU volume is not more than 80%, input sensitivity of the amplifier is 50%.

The recommended filter settings:

] ;he high pass filter HPF (a Filter that cuts off all frequencies below the frequency setting of the filter) is about 80 Hz
(12 dB/Oct)
